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ALTERNATE PROPOSED RE-DESIGN
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1) Address concerns of the Belcourt and Ridgegate communities
by integrating a two lane design above Devonshire. Keeping
lanes to 10' (optimally) or 11" to reduce “induced speeding.’

2) Address concerns about the safety of the Mayall unmarked
crosswalk intersection by eliminating the bottleneck merge that
occurs south of Devonshire (current LADOT draft proposal) and
preserving current configuration as is south of Devonshire.

3) Eliminate the 2 lane - 1 lane - 2 lane inconsistency that would
occur under the revised LADOT config between chatsworth and
devonshire on wilbur heading south, preserving parking for the
houses that have frontages on Wilbur.

4) "keep clear" markings at Claridge, Blackhawk and Tuba for
better access during rush hour periods.

5) Save a bit of money by eliminating majority re-striping costs
for 500 feet of street south of Devonshire (config stays as is)

6) 185 people signed petitions for a cross
walk at Mayall.
